It is likely that both seasonal influenza (flu) and COVID-19 viruses will circulate this winter.
CDPH recommends that all persons 6 months of age and older get vaccinated against the flu. For
more information and resources, visit CDPH's flu webpage:

COVID-19 Vaccine will be available for all persons 6 months of age and older.
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
