SUBJECT: AgendaItem 7; Review and consideration of a proposed building permit to allow
placement of a 2,041 square-foot triple-wide mobile home as a replacement dwelling on
a parcel of land located within the Two Mile Influence area of the Weaverville Airport.
Located at 485 Masonic, Weaverville. (Exhibit A, location map). APN 024-460-36
Applicant: Landis (BP2009-292)

BACKGROUND:

Section 21675.1(b) of the California Public Utilities Code states that until a commission adopts
a comprehensive land use plan, a city or county shall first submit all actions, regulations and
permits within the vicinity or within the overflight safety zones of a public airport to the
commission for review and approval.

The request is to obtain a Building Permit to replace an existing damaged single-wide mobile
with a new triple-wide mobile on Masonic Lane (Exhibit A). The mobile is to be placed in
roughly the same location as the previous mobile, but of course, will take more room on this
small lot (Exhibit B, plot plan). The overall height of the structure is not known, but since it is
a single-story structure, will not likely exceed 20 feet (Exhibit C).

DISCUSSION:

The Airport Land Use Commission must examine the proposed project for the following safety
considerations:

* Protecting people and property on the ground;
* Minimizing injury to aircraft occupants; and
* Preventing creation of hazards to flight.

The Commission has been working on and reviewing draft comprehensive land use plans
(CLUPs) for each of the five county airports with consultants Kelli Gant and Mike McHugh of
Tangella Corporation. The process has involved creating maps that show the Two Mile Airport
Influence area, safety zones for acceptable levels of land use around the airports based on
traffic patterns and a map for the traffic patterns.



The requested building permit has been reviewed using these maps to determine safety and
noise concerns. Exhibit D shows where the subject property lies in relation to the proposed
safety zones for the CLUP drafted for the Weaverville Airport. Exhibit E shows where the
subject property lies in relation to the bigger overall Airport Influence Area. Exhibit F shows
the general traffic patterns used by pilots when entering the Weaverville Basin, and leaving it.

As shown on Exhibit D, the subject property is located just outside Safety Zone D. Zone D is
described as the common aircraft flight path area. The relative risk level is low. For areas
outside Zone D, the only requirement would be that they have Federal Airspace review for any
structure more than 150 feet tall.

The elevation of the project site is 1,947 feet. The elevation of the runway at the Weaverville
Airport is 2,350. This puts the ground at the project site 403 feet below the runway. With a
maximum estimated height of 15 feet above grade, the top of the structure is still approximately
383 feet below the runway, and far below the FAR 77 Transitional Surface.

As far as protecting people on the ground, the project site is located in an area that has been
developed with small lots and homes for'a long time. There are some open space areas nearby
to the west that includes private and government lands.

STAFF RECOMMENDATION:

Staff recommends the Commission

L Approve the request to allow the replacement of a single-wide mobile with a new 2,041
square-foot triple-wide mobile on APN 024-460-36, which is located within the Two
Mile Influence Area of the Weaverville Airport, based on the following findings.

Findings for approval:

A. Trinity County is working towards adoption of comprehensive land use plans (CLUPs)
for its existing airports.

B. The proposed project is likely to be consistent with the comprehensive land use plan
adopted for the Weaverville Airport.

C. Approval of the proposed building is not likely to interfere with the future adoption of
the Weaverville Airport Comprehensive Land Use Plan.

D. The structure will not significantly add to the hazards on the ground as it is located in
a fairly dense developed area. It will not protrude into protected airspace.
