2. Review of minutes and approval.  The minutes of March 12, 2019 was approved as written by Supervisor Bobbi and seconded by Brian.
3. Presentation: Mike Beckstrand, MIGU (Mobile Interoperability Gateway Unit), Cal OES Communications Coordinator for Region III
a. Mike presented on the MIGU capabilities, providing backup communication in the event of a disaster or can present during emergency preparedness events. Can provide independent 24 telephone lines, UHF/VHF and low-band radios, internet connectivity, video conferencing, etc. Can request through the Cal OES mutual aid system. Council toured the unit.

Their Worker’s Compensation program will not cover an employee if they are working out of their scope.

· Sarah discussed how for the last 6 to 7 years the school has been trying to work out the problems surrounding communication systems on Ironside, as Burnt Ranch’s communication systems go down regularly (phones and internet). The District is trying to work with Forest Service to get communications there, but found that Velocity is getting pressure to take equipment down, which would disrupt communications further. The County is looking into resolving challenges with the repeaters.
· Keith reports that he is continuing to work on school safety and preparedness. Currently conducting staff, parent and student training surrounding suicide, as are seeing increased suicide rate (between 10 to 19 year olds, suicide is the second cause of death in California). 
· Keith reports that the Trinity Mill donated money to help purchase natural disaster/emergency renunciation trailer for the schools. Ace also donated materials/equipment for the trailer. 10-19 years old second cause of death, California stands out
