BYLAWS
TRINITY COUNTY FISH & GAME ADVISORY COMMISSION
ARTICLE I- NAME
The name of the organization shall be "Trinity County Fish and Game Advisory Commission".
ARTICLE II- PURPOSE
SECTION 1- Charter
The purpose for which this commission is formed shall be:
A. The Board of Supervisors will receive a copy of all Commission meeting agendas and minutes.
B. Develop and advertise a grant program with monies received from the County Fish and Game Propagation Fund. The Commission shall solicit proposal, prioritize and approve all grant proposals.
C. Will assist in developing fisheries and wildlife policy recommendations and goals for the Board of Supervisors and County departments.
D. Interact and coordinate with Federal, State, County and local agencies and public organizations involved in fish and wildlife conservation, restoration, enhancement and management.
E. Assist in promoting public awareness and education of the County's fish and wildlife resources.
F. Seek other funding sources for the implementation of the County's stated goals and policies for its fisheries and wildlife resources.
SECTION 11- Authority
The Trinity County Fish and Game Advisory Commission serves in an advisory role to the Board of Supervisors and has no statutory authority. The Trinity County Board of Supervisors has delegated it's purchasing authority, Resolution No. 2012-007 (Exhibit 1) to approve and expend Fish and Game Propagation Funds pursuant to California Fish and Game Code Sections 13100-13104 (Exhibit 2) to the Trinity County Fish and Game Advisory Commission.
The Trinity County Fish and Game Advisory Commission shall report to the Trinity County
Board of Supervisors on an annual basis the approved expenditures from the propagation fund.
ARTICLE III - MEMBERSHIP
SECTION 1- Appointments
The Board of Supervisors shall appoint eleven Members to the Commission from the following five groups:
Fisheries 2
Wildlife 2
Recreation 2
Habitat Restoration 2
Public Member at Large 3
SECTION 11- Term
The term of appointment shall be four years. The number of appointed terms is not limited.
SECTION 111- Vacancies
In the event of a vacancy, the Commission shall fill the vacancy by advertisement for a member. When possible, the five County supervisory districts shall be represented. Candidates for appointment will be recommended to the Board of Supervisors by the Commission.
ARTICLE IV - DUTIES OF CHAIRMAN VICE-CHAIRMAN AND SECRETARY/TREASURER
SECTION I — Duties of the Chairman
The Chairman shall exercise such powers and perform such duties as authorized herein and as may be determined from time to time by the Board of Supervisors. The Chairman shall be elected annually by the commission at the January meeting, and serve for a one-year term, not to be limited. The duties of the Chairman shall be to preside at all meetings, and represent the Commission before the Board of Supervisors and at other commission functions or meetings. The Chairman, with the assistance of the Commission, shall develop programs to carry out the goals and purpose of the Commission. The Chairman, with the assistance of the
Secretary/Treasurer, will prepare the budget for review and ratification by the Commission and approval by the Trinity County Board of Supervisors.
SECTION 11- Duties of Vice-chairman
The duties of the Vice-Chairman will be to preside over meetings in the absence of the
Chairman. The Vice-Chairman will be elected annually at the January meeting and will serve for a one-year term, not to be limited.
SECTION III- Secretary- Treasurer
The duties of the Secretary/Treasurer shall be performed by a member of the public or a member of the Commission, as appointed by the Commission, and ratified by the Board of Supervisors. The Secretary-Treasurer shall record and distribute all agendas and minutes of the Commission's meetings, prepare other written correspondence as prescribed by the Chairman; and assist the Chairman in preparation of the annual budget; and administer the distribution of funds in any grant program the Commission offers; and shall receive and disburse payment invoices and account for line items of the Commission's budget.
ARTICLE V - BUDGET
SECTIONI -Budget Preparation
The Commission will review and prepare the new fiscal year budget at each May meeting.
SECTION Il — Contingency Budget
In order to effectively continue on-going Commission business from year to year, the Commission will establish a contingency fund to be included in the approved budget.
SECTION 111 - Budget Adoption
The Commission will adopt and forward the new fiscal year budget to the Trinity County Board of Supervisors Office for adoption and implementation.
SECTION Iv - Grant Program
The Commission will administer the annual grant program and operating budget. The grant program budget may be adjusted annually based on the total operating budget. The Commission will normally adopt the grant program during the July meeting.
ARTICLE VI - MEETINGS[image: image16.jpg]ki
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SECTION 1- Meetings and Location
Meetings of the Commission shall be held bi-monthly starting in January and be held on the 2nd. Wednesday, or as deemed necessary by the Chairman. The meeting location will be conducted at the Trinity County Library in Weaverville at 7:00 p.m. or other location as necessary. All [image: image2.jpg]


meeting agendas will be posted 72 hours in advance at the Trinity County Courthouse and the Trinity County Library.
SECTION 11- Attendance by Members
It is imperative that all members attend the bi-monthly meetings. In the event that a member is absent for three (3) consecutive meetings without justification, that membership will be terminated.
SECTION III- Public Hearings
Any public hearing scheduled by the Commission shall be noticed in a newspaper of Countywide circulation the week prior to the hearing.
SECTION IV -Transportation and Travel
Primary members may be reimbursed travel costs at the County mileage rate for participation in regular Commission meetings and for other transportation and travel costs at County rates when directed by the Commission to represent the County at State-wide hearing on fish and wildlife matters.
SECTION V - Business Cards
Primary members may be allowed the use of Commission approved business cards with standard logo and format. All costs associated with the business cards will be the responsibility of the member and is non-reimbursable by the Commission.
ARTICLE VII - COMMITTEES
The Chairman may appoint such committees as deemed necessary to carry out the purpose and work of the Commission.
ARTICLE VIII - AMENDMENTS
Recommendations for amendments to these bylaws shall be made by a majority vote of the Commission at a regular or special meeting and must be ratified by the Trinity County Board of Supervisors before becoming effective.
ARTICLE IX - RULES OF ORDER
Roberts Rules of Order, as revised and currently effective, is hereby adopted as a guide in parliamentary procedures for the conduct of all meetings.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Trinity County Board of Supervisors hereby delegates its authority to approve and expend Fish and Game Propagation Funds pursuant 10 California Fish and Game Code Sections 13100-13104 to the Trinity County Fish and Game Advisory Commission.

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CALIFORNIA CODES
EXHIBIT 2

SECTION 13100-13104
13100. (a) The amounts paid to and retained in the county treasury pursuant to sections 12009 and 13003 shall be deposited in a county fish and wildlife propagation fund and expended for the protection, conservation, propagation, and preservation of fish and wild life, under the direction of the board OE supervisors, pursuant to this chapter.
13101. (a) The board of supervisors of any county may enter into a written agreement with the board of supervisors of one or more counties for the expenditure of any funds deposited in its fish and wildlife propagation fund pursuant to Section 13100 for any purpose authorized by Section 13103 in either, or any, of the counties for the joint benefit of both, or all, of the counties as the judgment of the boards of supervisors may di rect. The purchase of real property necessary for that purpose is lawful and title thereto shall be taken in the joint names of each county which contributes funds therefor. The property may be deeded to the state upon the express condition chat it shall be employed for the purposes of this chapter within the counties.
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(b) The board of supervisors of one or more counties may enter into a written agreement with the department for the expenditure of any funds deposited in its fish and wildlife propagation fund pursuant to Section 13100 for any purpose authorized by Section
13103.
13102. Expenditures from the fish and game propagation fund of any county shall be subject to the provisions of Division 3 (commencing with Section 29000) of Title 3 of the Government Code.
13103. Expenditures from the fish and wildlife propagation fund ct any county may be- made only for the following purposes:
(a) public education relating to the scientific principles of fish and wildlife conservation, consisting of supervised formal instruction carried out pursuant co a planned curriculum and aids to education such as literature, audio and video recordings, training models, and nature study facilities.
(b) Temporary emergency treatment and care of injured or orphaned wildlife.
(c) Temporary treatment and care of wildlife confiscated by the department as evidence.
(d) Breeding, raising, purchasing, 0T easi.ng fish or wildlife which are co be released upon approval of the department pursuant to Sections 6400 and 6401 onto land or into waters of local, state, or federal agencies or onto land or into waters open to the public.
(e) Improvement of fish and wildlife habitat., including, but not limited to, construction Of fish screens, weirs, and ladders; drainage or other watershed improvements; gravel and rock removal or placement; construction Of irrigation and water distribution systems;

earthwork and grading; fencing; planting trees and other vegetation management; and removal of barriers to the migration of fish and wildlife[image: image7.jpg]



(f) Construction, maintenance, and operation of public hatchery facilities -
(g) Purchase and maintain materials, supplies, or equipment for either the department's ownership and use or the department’s use in the normal performance of the department 's responsibilities.
(h) Predator control actions for the benefit of fish or wildlife following certification in writing by the department that the proposed actions will significantly benefit a particular wildlife species. [image: image8.jpg]



(i) Scientific fish and wildlife research conducted by institutions of higher learning, qualified researchers, or governmental agencies, if approved by the department.
(j) Reasonable administrative costs, excluding the costs of audits required by Section 13104, for secretarial service, travel, and postage by the county fish and wildlife commission when authorized by the county board of supervisors. For purposes of this subdivision,
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reasonable cost" means an amount which does not exceed 3 percent of the average amount received by Che fund during the previous three—year period, or three thousand dollars ($3,000) annually, whichever is greater, excluding any funds carried over from a previous fiscal year.
(k) Contributions to a secret witness program for the purpose of facilitating enforcement of this code and regulations adopted pursuant to this code.
(I) Costs incurred by the district attorney or city attorney in investigating and prosecuting civil and criminal actions for Violations of this code, as approved by the department (m) Other expenditures, approved by the department, for the purpose of protecting, conserving, propagating, and preserving fish and wildlife_.
13104. The department may audit, or require the county to audit, expenditures by the county from its fish and wildlife propagation fund in order to determine compliance with this chapter. If, after reviewing the audit, the department determines that expenditures are not in compliance with this chapter, the department may require that all expenditures from the fund be temporarily suspended, or it may seek reimbursement of funds that the department determines , based on the audit , were expended improperly, or both .
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
