
Trinity County Disaster Council
Meeting Minutes
Tuesday, January 9, 2018, at 2:00 PM
Trinity County Library Conference Room 351 Main Street, Weaverville
Call to order
Keith Groves called to order the regular meeting of the Disaster Council Meeting at 2:00pm on January 9, 2018, at the Trinity County Library Conference Room.
1. Welcome and introductions:

2. Review of minutes and approval.  The minutes of November 14, 2017 was approved as written.
3. Incident Reviews: 
· There was a honey lab explosion in Hyampom. No one was injured, two were arrested. 

· Council discussed the recent public service announcements regarding contamination of streams around Trinity County; out of 77 sites tested, 55 were contaminated with banned pesticides. The water was tested by several entities at different times of the year. Are not sure if testing fish and wildlife for contaminants. Agreed to inform the CAO of any such PSAs in the future, as now have a CAO in the administrative offices.
Action: Amanda will email the link to the USFWS study.
4. Community Outreach and Education: 

· Code Red: Ed updated Council on his activities in the OES office. Many County employees signed up for Code Red notifications; plan to setup an OES website page, so that community members can more easily sign up. Spoke with representative and confirmed that this is a free application for community members, but it seems that if users want special features Code Red may ask for payment. This application is an updated version of the reverse 911 system. Plan to have Code Red provide a presentation at the BOS meeting.
5. Flu: Marcie updated Council on flu activity in the U.S. and Trinity County, also discussed preventive measures and some of their challenges, particularly regarding antiviral distribution. Provided example on how would activate incident command in regards to flu pandemic and/or shortages. A copy of her report on influenza activity and surveillance, along with a PSA was provided to the Council.
Action: Amanda will email a copy of flu document provided to the Council.
6. Local Emergencies Proclamation - When, Why, Who, How Long: Dr. Herfindahl provided copies of a brief summary of the Emergency Services Act, Article 14, Section 8630 Proclamation with his interpretive notes. Provided example of when to declare a proclamation and when not to issue an emergency proclamation, and what the purpose of proclamation are. 
· Proposed communicating concerns with USFS regarding marijuana grow challenges, particularly environmental concerns, determining what their plan is to assist in cleanup of public lands. 
· Council discussed BOS efforts over the years and the inactivity of the USFS due to decreased budgets and lack of resources. The County is in the midst of a legalization process, and is working on making efforts to ensure compliance of private land growers, with plans to utilize these monies for enforcement activities, but until then there are no resources to provide effective oversite. Discussed the potential of receiving grant monies for cleanup efforts.
· Discussed communication challenges regarding environmental health concerns, as well as the resource challenges for public and private land oversite. 
7. Reports: Comment from each entity
a) Board of Supervisor’s: Keith Groves, Judy Morris

· Discussed the OES transition, and how helpful Robert has been during this process. Provided update on the Helena Fire recovery activities; there is a tentative town hall meeting scheduled for January 31st for in Junction City, in response to the Helena recovery needs.

d) Cal OES: Robert Goyneneche
· Robert reported on the fire and mudslide problems in California and the resulting challenges. Continue to monitor weather and erosion activity in Trinity County 

e) Sheriff: No Report
f) Fire: Andy Reiling
· Andy reports that two departments (downriver and post mountain) are having problems responding to fire activity due to lack of personnel resources. Reported on statewide response, and the challenges and solutions of fire coverage in Trinity County. 
g) Health & Human Services: Letty Garza, Dr. Herfindahl,  Marcie Cudziol, Amanda Braxton
· Dr. Herfindahl reports that he now has access to and can operate a Ham Radio (KG6ZEE) for incident response.
· Letty discussed the need to debrief after the Helena Fire, discussing lessons learned. Robert recommends reaching out to all those involved in the incident response, particularly those responders in the Sheriff’s Office. The school, hospital and marshal’s office would like to be involved in the debriefing as well.
· Amanda reports that HHS and HR are currently reviewing and expanding its fit testing program, so that County staff who are exposed to wildfire smoke have properly fitted N95 respiratory masks.
Action: Will schedule a separate meeting to perform a Helena Fire response debriefing.
h) Environmental Health: Kristy Anderson
· Kristy reports that Trinity County’s highway was re-designated, allowing larger trucks to travel through Trinity County, so will begin to see more of a CHP presence on Highway 299 and 36, and there will be more need to prepare for hazardous material preparedness. 
i) Trinity Hospital: Peggy Manning
· Peggy reports that the hospital had the highest vaccination rate this year. Also, there was a scheduled 3-hour shutdown of computer networks that resulted in a 4-day shutdown during Thanksgiving weekend. There were many lessons learned. 
j) Behavioral Health: Anne Lagorio
· Anne reports that Julie Ashton-Boyd is now working at TCOE. Until a new Deputy Director is hired can contact Anne. Continue to assist in the long-term recovery efforts for the Helena Fire families; Anne encourages referrals as this is a pivotal time for therapeutic support.

·  Trinity County Opioid Coalition is meeting regularly, partnering with many entities, including HHS and Behavioral Health. Goals are to promote safer prescribing, reduce overdose death, and improve access to medication-assisted treatment.

· Next Meeting is January 23rd from 2 to 2:30pm

· Public Health received a Naloxone distribution grant, providing Naloxone to AODS, so Behavioral Health will be training and distributing Naloxone to community members. 
· Owen’s Pharmacy has a safe drop box. A PSA will be distributed.

k) DOT: Richard Tippett is meeting with the jail architect today.
l) TCLS: Kathy Ratliff 
· Kathy reports that they conducted CPR training throughout the County, providing training in Lewiston, Douglas City, Hawkins Bar, etc., and will continue through this month. EMTs are also receiving training to increase their scope; also are working with Public Health so can begin distributing Naloxone. 
· CHP plans to conduct a full-scale active shooter exercise this summer. 
· There was a shortage of paramedic throughout 2017, but have recently hired 2 new medics. 
m) Weaverville CSD: Wes Scribner

· Wes reports that they will be evaluating operating procedures in response to the water concerns.

· Glen reports that they hired a new Ranger

p) Red Cross: Barbara Jelicich
· Barbara reports that Red Cross recently brought donations. Their volunteers assisted throughout California, and Oregon volunteers travelled to Trinity County to help in responding to the fires.

· Sara reports that they recently hired Julie Ashton-Boyd for counseling services.
· Had several people attend active shooter training, ALICE (Alert, Lockdown, Inform, Counter and Evacuate). Also brought back an online training tool for all school staff. Plan to conduct an onsite, hands on active shooter drill in February.
